1.  George Foreman famously named all five of his 
sons George to carry on his legacy—and they’re 
often referred to collectively as “the Georges.”

2.  Don King went on to become one of boxing’s 
most famous promoters, managing legendary 
fighters like Muhammad Ali and Mike Tyson despite 
his controversial past.

3.  Larry Holmes was the reigning heavyweight 
champion and defeated Ali in what would be Ali’s 
last professional fight.

4.  Henry Cooper’s left hook, “Henry’s Hammer,” 
famously knocked down Muhammad Ali (then 
Cassius Clay) in 1963.

5.  Joe Louis held the heavyweight title for nearly 
12 years, a record for the longest reign in 
heavyweight boxing history.

6.  The heavyweight division has no upper weight 
limit, making it the division for the largest and often 
most powerful boxers.

7.  Sonny Liston’s exact birth date remains a 
mystery to this day, but his fearsome reputation in 
the ring was anything but vague.

8.  Bob Fitzsimmons became the first three-weight 
world boxing champion and was known for his 
deadly punch despite being a relatively light 
heavyweight.

9.  Johansson defeated Floyd Patterson in 1959 to 
win the world heavyweight title, making him one of 
Sweden’s most celebrated athletes.

10.  Jake LaMotta’s life was portrayed by Robert De 
Niro in the Oscar-winning film Raging Bull.

11.  Pacquiao is the only boxer in history to win 
world titles in eight different weight classes.
