4.  Nicola Coughlan kept the secret of Lady Whistledown’s identity from many friends and family before it was revealed on screen.

5.  Between them, Foy, Colman and Staunton portrayed Queen Elizabeth II across all six seasons of The Crown.

6.  Jodie Foster won an Oscar for playing Clarice Starling in The Silence of the Lambs, while Julianne Moore took over the role in Hannibal.
